        Anti Bullying Plan Flowchart

Definition 

Bullying is intentional, repeated, hurtful acts. This may occur as physical acts, verbal attacks, rejection or Cyber bullying. The victim does not intentionally provoke the bullying. Bullying is everyone’s business – the bully, the victim, bystanders, parents and Teachers.  Without all of these groups working together, bullying will not be stopped.

Preventative Strategies

Children must understand that bullying cannot be tolerated.  If a child feels that they are being bullied, they must have confidence that it can be reported and it will be treated seriously.
Methods to prevent bullying and to encourage children to report include:

· Promote positive behaviour and the school values. This can be done at assemblies, in the classroom, newsletters etc. Make children aware of all the forms of bullying.
· Student and Staff surveys.

· Close supervision of all areas of the school.

· Provide staff and parent training to raise the awareness and to communicate a nil-tolerance of this behaviour.

· Publicise clear behaviour standards and consistently enforce these standards.

· Encourage parental participation in the school.

· Encourage all students to report bullying incidents.

· Teach appropriate behaviour and how to manage bullying as part of the classroom activities. Teach children strategies to make the bully aware that it won’t be tolerated. (Positive strategies for bystanders)
· Provide a variety of structured playground activities and equipment.

· Anti bullying posters displayed around the school.

Dealing with Bullying
All types of bullying are to be treated seriously. ( see the attached flowchart)
Cyber Bullying

In all cases of cyber bullying ( internet or mobile phones) that comes to the notice of the school the following action is to take place.

· The parents of all students involved are to be informed by telephone of all the known details.

· Parents are to be advised
 - to directly supervise students using the internet.

                       


 - to delete the bully from contacts.  
                                                           - to monitor the appropriate use of mobile phones.

Note - if the bully uses a DET emailing service / facility they are to be dealt with using the School Welfare Policy.
· If this bullying / harassment continues, parents will be advised to keep a hard copy of materials and contact the police.

Strategies to Help Stop Bullying

Deliberate Bullying
· Bullied student make written statement.

· All witnesses make written statements.

· Perpetrator makes a written statement.


Students are referred to Planning Room. 

Decisions made in line with School Welfare Policy.
Bullied students parent advised by telephone

All students (bully, bullied student and witnesses) be counselled by school staff, using the poster ‘Help Stop Bullying’.

Other measures may include: 
· the bully and or the bullied student referred to the School Counsellor.

· Use Restorative Justice Practices to allow the victim to express their feelings.
· If racially motivated, involve the school Anti Racism Contact Officer.

Each party will agree as to how they should act at the end of this process - ie a contract.

If the matter remains unresolved the Principal may:- 

1. Arrange meetings with parents.

2. Consider implementing the Suspension Policy.







If someone starts picking on you in the playground or in the classroom, look them in the eye and say in a firm voice “Stop! I don’t like what you are doing”.





If they keep going, say “Stop or I’m going to tell the teacher”.





If they stop bothering you, be proud of yourself, keep playing and having fun.

If they keep bullying or annoying you, go straight to the teacher and report the incident.
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
